7. Brian has been having lots of fun playing "The Lemming" opening, 1...Na6, in Colorado in 2014. Here the Lemming Knight de-

livers a nice smothered mate with 28...Nf2+ 29.Kg1 Nxh3+ 30.Kh1 Qg1+ 31.Nxg1 Nf2#  
 

8. Anthea somehow missed a mate in two and went for a perpetual check with Rf7+ Re7+ Rf7+, etc. Better was moving the rook 

anywhere on the e-file (d7 works also), forcing the king to g8, then back rank mating with Re8# such as 60...Rxe3+ 61.Kg8 Re8#. 

This was a pretty crazy game where Black was playing with three pieces against a queen, so was probably pretty mentally exhausted 

after 60 moves.

Tournament Organizer 
 

(Photos by Michael Wokurka) 

 

On July 19-20, 2014 we proudly 

launched our first “Salute to Boris Spas-

sky” chess tournament. The players and 

weather were a joy and the Gentlemen’s 

Chess Club record shattering paid attend-

ance came in at a sweet 61. Expert Avina-

ya Subedi performed a perfect 4-0 to win 

the title of champion. I briefly spoke with 

Avinaya Subedi and am pleased to note 

that he enjoyed the tournament, especially 

the atmosphere. It was my personal pleas-

ure to congratulate him, and award the 1st 

place prize to such a courteous man. Al-

so, performing a perfect 4-0 was the 

queen of the event, Anthea Carson. 

Anthea is simply a talented marvel and 

we always enjoy seeing her and the entire 

Martinez family. 
 

Due to unforeseen circumstances, Life 

Master Brian Wall took a first round ½ 

point bye, but did perform perfectly in his 

games 3-0 to take 2nd prize overall. The 

U2100 Prize was split between Denton 

Dykes and Brad Lundstrom. The U200 

Prize went to Dean Clow with the U1900 

Prize to Clifton Ford. Aiden Marco took 

2nd in the U1800 section while Tim “the 

big nice (wooden) chess set” Kohler 

snatched the U1700 Prize. Samuel Dor-

chuck won the U1600 Prize with the se-

rene Eugin Pahk placing first in the 

U1400 and Evan Akhvan scoring the 2nd 

place. Proud father, Jordan Dorchuck, 

took first place in the U1300 Section. An 

entertainment of the tournament was the 

168 move marathon game between Dean 

Clow and Kevin Seidler in round 2. The 

complex middlegame position was one of 

the most interesting positions I have ever 

seen, pieces and pawns strewn askew - all 

over the board. For several complete 

moves each side had a piece being at-

tacked by an enemy pawn without mov-

ing. The game was exciting to sit and 

watch, but eventually Seidler’s dark men-

acing forces seemed to be inexorably 

encroaching into White’s comfort zone. 

As a typical Joe six pack spectator, I pa-

tiently awaited the inevitable Seidler vic-

tory. Dean “the bulldog” Clow, however, 

was not cooperating for all of us gawking 

armchair Grandmasters. Over the next 

one hundred moves I repeatedly seesawed 

between who would win, but, I was con-

vinced someone would win. Pure enter-

tainment indeed, but eventually after sev-

eral hours, a draw was agreed upon. 

Thank you Kevin Seidler and Dean Clow 

for a very entertaining and well fought 

game. 
 

I am sincerely grateful to each and every 

player because of my tremendous admira-

tion, respect, and affection for chess leg-

end and honorable man, Boris Vasilievich 

Spassky. In the 1972 “Match of the Cen-

tury”, Grandmaster Spassky endured 

more than little personal inconvenience 

due to many demands, however, his pa-

tience enabled revolutionary positive 

changes in modern chess evolution. He 

wins game one fair and square, he wins 

game two fair and square, albeit a forfeit 

which of course, is not his fault; and yet, 

political forces demand his immediate 

return to the Soviet Union. In the rarified 

stratosphere of honorable men, 

Grandmaster Spassky gave the only pos-

sible reply - NYET! He said, and I quote, 
“Я приехал чтобы играть, я пришел 

чтобы выиграть, я не буду быть 

обманутыми!” (“I came to play, I came 

to win, I will not be cheated!”). After 

losing the famous 1.c4 Game 6 (the pgn 

of which you can find on the back cover), 

he stood up and gladly led the standing 

ovation for his opponent. Grandmaster 

Spassky did not do this to look good, he 

did it because he wanted to, and that my 

friends is the difference! 
 

During the 1977 Candidates Matches in 

Reykjavik Iceland, Grandmaster Spassky 

became ill and was forced to take sick 

days off, yet this was not enough time in 

which to recover. His opponent Vlastimil 

Hort, of West Germany, used his own 

sick days in an effort to facilitate 

Grandmaster Spassky's recovery. Clearly, 

this shows a rare affection afforded to an 

opponent at the highest levels of chess, 

especially in the modern era. After living 

in France since 1978, Grandmaster Spas-

sky returned to Moscow for the 2013 Tal 

Memorial Chess Tournament and was 

received with a standing ovation. Ap-

plause from Russian citizens in Moscow. 

One does not buy that kind of love. It is 

called Karma. Grandmaster Boris Vasilie-

vich Spassky earned it!
